It 
has become untenable to 
continue providing most of 
the food at retail prices 
(even if on sale), although we 
will continue the Food Tree 
idea introduced on January 
10.  
    After applying two months 
ago, we have been approved 
as a Dare to Care Food 
Agency and will now access 
to thousands of pounds of 
food at little or not cost. 
Dare to Care is very excited 
about our enthusiasm to feed 
the community, something 
we had been doing for 43 
years in the Fish Fry. 
   We now have the oppor-
tunity to feed hundreds of 
people using the assets and 
gifts and passions we already

have. I think itõs Godõs gift to 
us at this time. This will change 
us for ever.  
   Weõve also experienced in 
this first half of January a dev-
astating earthquake in Haiti. 
Haiti was already the poorest 
nation in the Western hemi-
sphere (and one of the poorest 
in the world) and resources 
just donõt exist to rebuild the 
infrastructure to carry on. We 
will be answering the churchõs 
appeals in the coming months.  
   Finally, I ask your prayers in 
memory of Dan, the partner of 
my colleague at St. Johnõs, 
Worthington. Dan committed 
suicide on January 13 after a 
life-long struggle with bipolar 
disorder and addiction. This 
has served as a wake-up call to 
me that every life is precious 
and every life is a fragile gift 
from God.

   When you were born, God 
gave you many gifts, skills, tal-
ents, and passions. When you 
were baptized, God claimed 
their use for the benefit of 
Christõs work in the world 
through the Church. As bap-
tized persons, you are already 
empowered for ministry.

Fleece chose as our theme 
the phrase òVitality in Adver-
sity.ó Little could Steve have 
known the adversity we 
would face once again in Au-
gust of this year when torren-
tial downpours flooded the 
basement of the parish hall 
with over six feet of water, 
destroying not only the con-
tents of the basement (largely 
equipment and supplies 
needed for fish fry) but also 
six furnaces, washers and dry-
ers, water heater, etc. 
 
Father Steve got a quick 
òbaptismó into life on the cor-
ner of Market and Walnut on 
that day.   
 

Thanks to the good Fish 
Fry record-keeping of 
Mike Nelson, we were 
able to itemize a claim 
after deductibles of 
$90,865.68, which was 
paid by Church Insurance.   
 
An emergency grant and a 
loan from the Diocese, as 
well as numerous dona-
tions from both individu-
als and other churches 
(detailed elsewhere in this 
Annual Report) have en-
abled us to not only re-
cover from the flood but 
to also to plan for some 
long-needed renovations 
to the Sanctuary and 
lower entrance to the 
Parish Hall basement. 
 
Thanks again for your 
trust and support during a 
busy transition year. We 
have dealt with, and we 
will continue to face, 
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many changes in our lives 
together as a parish family. 
But through them all we 
have remained, and will 
continue to be, just that ð 
a family serving God to the 
best of each of our abilities.

Rectorõs Discretionary Fund Report 

     The newly reactivated RDF has been a major source of outreach to the needy in 

the community. We had receipts of $2,758.17 from the parish as well as $1,050 in 

matching funds from the Episcopal Fund for Human Need (a Diocese of Indianapo-

lis Fund). Thank you so much for your generosity.  

     All of the funds have been distributed. In the last two months of 2009, the RDF 

started funding the Food Pantry, although this situation will change with the new 

year and with becoming a Dare to Care Food Agency. The rest of the funds have 

been used to give rent and utility assistance to a variety of people in need. Some-

times these people are referred, some call all of the churches looking for assistance, 

and some know us for being generous stewards and givers. In all instances, the re-

cipientsõ identity is kept in confidence.  

     Looking ahead, with the Food Pantry taking off as its own initiative, the RDF 

will resume its focus on housing-related needs. The EFHN will no longer be able to 

provide matching funds. So please continue to give to the RDF. 
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AUGUST 4, 2009é.. A LOOK BACK 

   A day that will live in our memories as one of the darkest 

in our history, exceeded only by the disastrous fire in 1982. 

Our parish hall basement, only recently cleaned and re-

outfitted from another flood, was once again under about 

six feet of water. This time the three furnaces in the under-

croft of the church were also inundated. The commercial 

refrigerator and freezer were toppled; the ice machine was 

upside down in the middle of the basement; the washer and 

dryer and the water heater were lost. To make matters 

worse, the sewer system in our neighborhood, which con-

tains both sanitary sewer and storm sewer water in one 

pipe, had backed up into the basement ð meaning that the water wasnõt 

just storm water ð it contained raw sewage and required that we get pro-

fessional help in cleaning up the mess. 

   ServiceMaster Clean was contacted by our insurance company and was 

on the job within a day, staying nearly two weeks to get rid of contami-

nated contents and dispose of them properly. Their bill, nearly $50,000, 

was paid directly by Church Insurance under a $50,000 rider to cover 

sewer backup that we added to our policy after the 2003 flood. The re-

mainder of our losses, less the deductible, came to $40,865.68, which was 

paid directly to the church.  (We continue to work with the 

Diocese and the insurance company to find a way to reduce 

the huge flood deductibles on our policy). 

    The Diocese has responded beautifully to our plight ð an 

emergency grant of $10,000 and a low interest loan of 

$50,000 will enable us to move forward (albeit without Fish 

Fry) and to consider  additional changes to bring the Sanctu-

ary into compliance with the Americans with Disabilities 

Act, making us more accessible to those in wheelchairs or 

otherwise disabled.  Our Diocesan Aid was increased by 

$15,000 in 2010 to help offset the loss from the discontinu-

ance of the Fish Fry.  The offering at the 2009 Diocesan 

Convention was designated for us. Other churches, both 

Episcopal and non-Episcopal, have offered their aid. A sum-

mary of those gifts as well as private donations may be 

found elsewhere in the Annual Report. 

   We have looked for ways to avoid yet another occur-

rence of what has been described as a òonce in a hundred 

yearsó eventé. especially since we have experienced two 

in three years!  Retaining walls and backfilling the area 

around the exterior entrance to the basement are in the 

works.  We have moved the ice machine upstairs near 

the kitchen and have replaced the sewer backflow check 

valve in the basement with a larger one.  We now have all 

new furnaces and air conditioners in the church and par-

ish hall areas, and weõve made some adjustments to the 

kitchen gas lines. 

   We lost another project in the flood ð the books for 

Fr. Jim Wilkinsonõs Ministry on the River that were stored in the base-

ment were completely destroyed.   

After discussion with Father Jim and the Bishop (who spent a day on a 

river barge!),  it was decided not to continue the books, as the barge 

workers now have TV, laptops and the internet to occupy their time dur-

ing their six-hours-on-and-six-hours-off shifts on the boats.  Our thanks 

to Mary Sue and Paul Fisher and Jim and Beverly Loveless, among others, 

for their contributions to this ministry.

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FISH FRY REPORT ð 2009 
 

2009 has been a time of amazing highs and lows for the final year of the St. Paulõs Fish Fry as we have known it.  From 
our amazing fundraiser for the wounded Jeffersonville Police officers in February where we served 2,165 dinners and 
netted over $20,000 to the officers to the (second-in-three-years) devastating flood on August 4 that proved to be the 
demise of a 42 year tradition, we have pulled together to support our community and each other. 
 
The decision not to replace the needed equipment and to discontinue the monthly event was probably the hardest one 
the Vestry made this year.  Our parish family owes a huge debt of gratitude to those who have led this event over the 
years:  The H.B. Fishers, the McCullochs, the PK Fishers, and the Nelsons have all given tirelessly toward the cause. 
 
Thanks as well go to each of you who helped out along the way.  We will most certainly fire the fryers up again some 
day and enjoy a meal together!

Ending Balance, December 31, 2009            $2,339.02 
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  Following a catastrophic 
earthquake that struck 
Haitiõs capital, Port-au-
Prince, on January 12, Epis-
copal Relief & Development 
is reaching out to the Dio-
cese of Haiti to both ad-
dress immediate needs and 
prepare for long-term rehabilitation work. 
  At least three million people are estimated to have 
been affected by the earthquake. Innumerable 
homes and major structures were destroyed. The 
Rev. Kesner Ajax, Executive Director of the Bishop 
Tharp Institute, said: òThere is no Cathedral. The 
entire Holy Trinity complex is gone. The convent 
for the Sisters of St. Margaret is gone. The Bishopõs 
house is gone. College St. Pierre is gone.ó 
   Episcopal Relief & Development has disbursed 
emergency funding to the [Episcopal] Diocese of 
Haiti to help meet critical needs such as food, water 
and shelter for those affected. As communication 
improves and recovery plans develop, we will con-
tinue to provide updates. We are standing ready to 
support the countryõs ongoing recovery and rebuild-
ing efforts in the days to come. 
  Episcopal Church Presiding Bishop Katharine Jef-
ferts Schori said in a statement on the earthquake, 
òEven under ônormalõ circumstances, Haiti struggles 
to care for her 9 million people. I urge your con-
crete and immediate prayers in the form of contri-
butions to Episcopal Relief & Development, who are 
already working with the Diocese of Haiti to send 
aid where it is most needed.ó 
 
Hereõs how you can help today: 
1.  Pray for people devastated by the earthquake. 
2. Give to help those most impacted  
  by this disaster. 
 
Your partnership is critical in protecting the people 
in Haiti who are in a very vulnerable situation. With-
out your help, our work to reach those in need 
would not be possible.

Dare to Care Food Bank. 
 

   This will increase exponentially the number of people we will 
be serving, as we will be tied into the central hunger referral 
networks and have access to thousands of pounds of food at 
little or no cost. This also means that the Food Pantry will 
become an official agency of the Parish, with its own budget 
and officers.

   We will continue with the Food Tree just introduced this 
month.

The suggested 
items will be written up on slips of paper and we invite you take 
as many as you feel comfortable. Bring them back to church by 
the following Sunday. Thanks for your continued support.  
   The Food Pantry now has its own parish fund and contributions are 
VERY welcome to that fund. Envelopes will be available shortly or you 
can write òFood Pantryó on your memo line.  
   Itõs been hard to keep precise statistics because weõre so busy 
and because weõre committed to a no-questions-asked pantry. 
BUT, we have seen demand increase significantly in the cold 
months, feeding between 10-15 households a week, which trans-
lates into 40-50 people. Many of our customers are new as well, 
which means we are reaching several hundred at this point.
